The minimum criteria for lottery scholarships is an ACT score of 21 or a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale. To apply for the lottery scholarship, a student must fill out the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) after January 1 on line at www.fafsa.ed.gov.

------------------------------------Student Athletes--------------------------------
     Student-athletes who plan to play sports at the college level should register with the NCAA Clearinghouse at the end of their junior year or during their senior year. To access the NCAA Guide for the College-Bound Student Athlete, visit the Clearinghouse website at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net. From the home page, click on “Prospective Student-Athletes.” This will link you to the necessary information to register with the NCAA. Transcripts must be requested through Mrs. Ownby in the Counseling Office.
     Student-athletes expecting to play Division I athletics will need at least one additional academic core course credit beyond that of the minimum diploma requirements.  Specific admission requirements for institutions, as well as NCAA Clearinghouse standards may be different from the requirements for graduation from high school. The responsibility for meeting these requirements is ultimately up to the student.
